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The starting point for understanding economic history of high cultures cannot be found in economy by itself. Economic way of thinking and economic reality is only one side of life, but not an independent lifestyle. The so-called ‘global economy’ is actually a Western economy, and not a universal one, and it has already experienced its most desperate and most dynamic rise.

What we now call ‘political economy’ is entirely built on specific, purely British premises based on machine industry, which was completely unknown in other cultures in the world.  A look at politics and its correlation with the economy in all British economic theories is determined by the nature of this island country. David Hume and Adam Smith were the creators of the economic picture there. Concerning Marx - Smith's greatest contradictor, it was only an attempt to protest against British capitalism, made under enthrallment of his ideas and  the desire to transfer wealth from subjects to objects using some sort of ‘different bookkeeping’. 

All the way from Smith to Marx, the issue here is an introspection of economic thinking of a single culture at a certain stage of its development. This analysis is quite rational and systematic. Since this method is not historical, it creates timeless belief in the importance of concepts and rules, where it is tried to be used to form the only proper way of economizing in general. Wherever the truths of these teachings encountered facts, they suffered a complete fiasco, what especially was showed in the process of building the Soviet economy upon prescriptions of the proletarian theorists.

Oswald Spengler comes from the fact that as yet there is no political economy, if understood as morphology of economic side of life, life of those high cultures with their identical style of economic development. Economics does not have any system, but it has physiognomy, and to understand the mystery of its internal sphere, its soul, physiognomic tact is needed.

To achieve success in it, one should be an expert similar to proficient of humans or horses, and there is no need here for special “knowledge” and scientific “degree”, as it is not obligatory for a jockey to understand something in zoology. Thus, we believe that any economic life is a display of psychic life.

Economic way of thinking, as well as legal one, can begin only when art and philosophy are irrevocably gone in the past, as in the case in ancient Greece and Rome.

Economics and politics are two sides of a single live stream of existence which is other than the waking mind. They have no history, they represent history by themselves. Here is an irreversible time, “when?”. They both are related to race, and not to language with its space-causal tension as religion and science. And that is why economics and politics are oriented on 

facts, but not on truth.

There are political and economic destinies, just like all religious and scientific teachings have timeless relationship of cause and effect.

So, life has both political and economic way of being reflected “in shape” for history. They overlap and support each other but political moment is definitely the first. Life wants to maintain and assert itself; moreover, it seeks to strengthen itself to affirm. The streams of existence in economic shape are themselves, in the political one - only in their relationship with others. There are two major tasks for them:

eat and fight,
the difference in between can be defined only by their juxtaposition to death. There is no deeper antagonism than the contradiction between 

starving to death and heroic death.

Battle’s of Kruty heroes and victims of the Holodomor are correlative concepts, first ones were about three hundred young Ukrainian patriots who died in the unequal battle of the Russian- Bolshevik forces on January 29, 1918; second ones were millions who “died not of hunger but of terror with hunger”. Historians do not give exact numbers of victims, which is why this quantity is assessed so differently. Hunger in the broadest sense threatens human life and the economy; it demeans people and deprives their dignity. But hunger is one thing and famine is totally another thing. The purpose of Holodomor was to destroy the Ukrainian nation as a political factor in the social organism. Famine, which began shortly after the collectivization and intensified especially in winter 1931-32 was the “ordinary crime” (and not the last one) committed by the Soviet state: the government simply took away almost all cereals from the villagers, but seldom picked other foods or implements or household utensils. This famine raged in various regions of the Soviet Union (the famine now is recognized by the official Russia who says that everyone had suffered).

And by the end of the year 1932 the situation changed dramatically. The government handed bt their activists not only “cleaned up “ all corn, but confiscated the remains of domestic cattle, took away scythes, pitchforks and shovels, broke stoves etc. But no one told us and the rest of the world: the famine of 1932-33 was not only the largest genocide in the history – that universal Armageddon, but the largest and most effective plunder of people by state means. That was a certain kind of creating provision of gold, gold fever, or communist “Klondike” where victims by themselves take out of hiding places and bring to conquerors their ancestral treasures. In order just to postpone death. And perhaps even to survive...

So, in summer 1930 the office ‘Torhsyn’ (another ‘newspeak’ from the phrase “trade with foreigners”) was created as part of the USSR People's Commissariat of Foreign Trade. During the famine, this “office” was the only state trading network where people could buy some most needed foods, but only for precious metals or currencies. Not surprisingly, the shops of ‘torhsyn’ in Ukraine started working actively in January 1932. In practice, they were not trading with foreigners, but with hungry peasants. This institution had a clear objective: all “domestic gold ... to be collected by ‘torhsyn’ and sent to the service of the interests of the proletarian state”.

The Party clearly coordinated and synchronized in time and content all regulations and laws in terms of network expansion in of ‘torhsyns’ in Ukraine with other known regulations on the organization of the genocide by famine (like those about strengthening grain provisioning, “three ears “
, the avoidance of any food trade in villages , warfare with “saboteurs” etc.). It is obvious that all the statutes and documents appeared based on principles: 1) The party takes up the entire Ukrainian peasant’s bread and, 2) ‘torhsyn’ takes away all the gold and money. Further analysis of the actual organization of the Party and ‘torhsyn’ added one more paragraph: 3) but make it so that Ukrainians still do not survive...

In October 1933 there were 263 ‘torhsyn’ shops in Ukraine, each having a network of reception centers, offices etc. with cells. Most of these stores were in the Kiev region (58), the least - in the Donetsk region (11) and the Moldavian Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic (5).

If we compare the number of victims of the Ukrainian Famine with silver and gold then pumped by the imperial communism from Ukraine, it will be around 5 rubles, or 12 kg of flour. Such was the price of life, or rather horrible death of one Ukrainian. The impression is that the tactics of “scorched earth” was implemented.

On the border of Soviet Ukraine “food borders” are established that do not let anyone who attempts to illegally leave the republic. And – a very eloquent detail! - a huge number of hungry, half-dead children were brought to a designated rooms and left there to die. Here it is and there is famine. 
 Peak of it is known to be in the first half of 1933, after “which even proud Cossacks turned into a miserable creatures without family and tribe”
.

So, here people die

from something rather than for something .

Battle of Kruty Heroes died while defending the motherland against the Bolshevik army, whose anniversary (February 23
) is marked by “bad grandchildren” even in independent Ukraine! Decades have passed and we are still not aware that the act of brevity of these young men is the most striking example of uncompromising devotion to our homeland. They had not hesitated to go to death. “Souls and bodies we pos for our freedom” - lines of the national anthem became for the young defenders an oath, which they performed with flying colors. These heroes had a

choice, a victim  never has one.

Enemies guaranteed them their lives in exchange for treason of the homeland. But they chose eternity. 

That is why January 29 is worth to be marked in Ukraine as the Day of Defender of the Homeland.

Where were the parents
 (it is their iniquity), when the children (students and high-school students) rescued their homeland? “One should admit poor intellectual level of “elite” of that time and its statist instincts and organizational abilities. Familiar schedule, isn’t it? - Alexander Paliy, a historian, asks today. - That war was lost virtually because of this “elite”, with all the results, including the Holodomor
. As a result (in 15 years) - inevitable punishment.

According to academician Igor Yukhnovsky, the Holodomor is a logical (emphasis added by the author – V.Y.) completion of a chain of events that continued since 1918, and not a sudden instantaneous disaster
.

Now let us use a historical analogy. If the walk out of slavery from Egypt is the central event of the Old Testament Jews, the central event of all Ukrainian history is certainly the famine of the twentieth century
 as the Bolshevik genocide of the Ukrainian people. If approximately 25,000 (?) Jews were led by Moses who went to the Promised Land, here up to 25 000 people died every day “on the native but not own lan” of terror by famine. In two years Ukrainians suffered from a catastrophe of global scale - Ukraine has lost almost a quarter (!) of the ethnic group. According to census of 1926, there lived 81,195,000 (!) Ukrainians in the USSR. The quantity of Ukrainians was then almost the same with the quantity of Russians.In 1939 Soviet population grew in number as a whole. The number of Russians was bigger, but there were three times (!) fewer Ukrainians - 28.1 million...
.

Even if we take the losses from famine in maximum academic versions (14 million victims), there is still a question: where in such a case were some other 39,095 million Ukrainian gone? After all, there were no world and so-called civil wars
 in the Soviet Empire between 1926 and 1939, and there was almost none possibility to move abroad at that time go abroad
 when during the census of 1939 Ukrainians who lived outside the USSR were offered to be marked as Russians, so there was no problem anymore Moreover, realizing the reason why they were destroyed, they altered their names on a Russian manner. The process of Russification in Ukraine is not yet over, that is why we do have nowadays

Who was Voroshylo – became Voroshulov,


Zozulya – Zozulin,


Koval’ – Kovalyov,


Kozack – Kozackov, 


Pruymak – Pruymakov,


Chepurnyi – Chepurnov,


Khrusch – Khruschov etc. 

Here it is a widely open but not read – a Black Book of life of Ukrainian nation. As long as the genocide of the twentieth century does not become a major event in the personal destiny of each Ukrainian (redemption of the sin) - through all generations and all ages - we will never build up our Church of Resurrection, and we ask “what good is a road if it doesn't lead to a temple?”  

Politics sacrifices human beings for a goal, they die for an idea, and economy allows them to just disappear. “War is the creator; hunger is just a destroyer of everything big” (Heraclitus). In the first case, life is extolled through death (300 young heroes have become a legend
; in the second case hunger creates fear which leads to destruction of the individuality and the struggle for existence of men-animals. Cannibalism
 in Ukrainian villages is a proved matter (by the reports of NKVD, memories of witnesses etc.), while no one remembers cases of cannibalism in the Russian villages
.

Totalitarian regime pursued its efforts to make Holodomor of XX-th century a forbidden topic. Everybody was silent, and even those people who have experienced it, as well as their children and grandchildren. The international community also pretended that nothing happened then. But the main problem is not them, but we: the world will never recognize the genocide, which was not realized by the absolute majority of the people who lived it through.

Post-genocidal society (definition by James Mace
) is a sick society; our disease is fear (bowed and sad face)
 that at the genetic level is passed from generation to generation. Getting rid of the fear means to expiate the sin (raised face). And the restoration of our historical will become a guarantee: “and who was not written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire” (Gal. 6:7).

Thus, understanding the tragedy of famine can help to look differently on the whole Ukrainian history that includes not only our right to defend ourselves but also the right of self-discovery. The right not only for our future but also the past, and these rights are interrelated and interdependent.

Finally, we should not forget about the two things: that crime against humanity (genocide above all) does not have and will never have the limitations period, and the words of the German philosopher Friedrich Schiller: “World history is a world court”
.

Now let us return to the issue of double meaning of the history, and how it is manifested in the antilogy between men and women.

There is a private history, as the personification of ‘life in space” through a sequence of conceived and born generations, and public history, which protects and provides the first as a political being “in shape”. They find their expression in

the idea of the family and the state,

that is through  “the line of a bobbin” and “the side of a sword”
,

and through the image of the house (hearth), where the good spirits of marriage Genius
 and Junona
 are, as is comes of ancient Rome, guarded by Janus, the God of the front door
.

That is how economic history stands besides the private history. It is impossible to separate the length of blooming life from its power, as it is not possible to separate the way of nutrition from the mystery of conception and conception. Mostly of the relationship between these two is reveals in existence of the strong and blooming peasant families, rooted on their piece of land in the shells of peasants’ huts. And as the image of the body is associated with genital circulation
, so is home center, in another sense, forming the sacred hearth, Vesta.

That is why the history of economics means something fundamentally different than the history of politics. Economy is only the reason for conscious existence at the very least. The thing which is important is not that an individual or people in general are “in shape”, well fed and breaded, but that for what it is needed; and the higher a human climbs historically, the higher stands its political and religious freedom over the forms and depths of economic life itself.

Only with the development of civilization the decline of a wide variety of forms begins and the image of naked comfort comes out on the surface. If at the time of culture (remember the famous saying of Socrates) people eat to live, now in terms of civilization most of them live to eat well and sleep sweetly. There comes a time when the commonplace of “hunger and love”
 as the driving force of existence becomes true justice, when the task is not readiness for great things but happiness of the majority, convenience and amenities, quietness and comfort, when a place of big politics is being taken by economic policy as a goal in itself. This is the era of “Sex and the City”, which differs from sex in a small town only by the size of the city.

As the economy belongs to the race side of the life, it has as well as politics do only customs and traditions, but has no morals because this is the difference between 

aristocracy and the clergy,

facts and the truth.

Each professional group like any state, is endowed with understandable feelings not of good and evil but of 

the best and the worst.

Who does not have this feeling is not honorable and sneaky.

So honor and sense of tact of economically active person differs him/her from religious world view and its fundamental concept of sin.

No one established or wrote down these practices, but they exist like any other class manner in general, they vary from age to age and are consistently required only in the circle of those who belong here.

Perseverance, desire for success and a sense of distance are added to aristocratic virtues - loyalty, courage, chivalry and friendliness inherent to all occupational groups. All of those are possessed without realizing, until someone breaks them; as opposed to the religious precepts - perpetual and universal - that will remain forever as unrealized ideals that must be learnt to know them and to follow them.

Fundamental religious and ascetic concepts such as “self-forgetfulness” and “saintliness”
 have no meaning in economic life. For every true saint economy itself is a sin
, not to mention usury and satisfaction from luxury or jealousy felt by the poor for those who are rich. The parable of the “lilies of the field” is absolute truth for the deeply religious and philosophical persons. The center of gravity of their nature is out of business and politics, as well as beyond other factors of “this world”. This is evidenced by the era of Jesus and the life of Diogenes, St.Bernard and Kant or Skovoroda. These people choose poverty, solitude or wandering, hiding in a monastic cells or in scientists’ offices from this world.

Neither religion
 nor philosophy ever participated in economic activity. Only a political department of the church was usually engaged in it, or was social organism of a society which theorizes
. This activity is always a compromise between “this world” and a sign of “will for the power”. Pilate's famous question: “What is truth?” also establishes the relationship between

economy and science.

A religious person with a catechism in the hands (or the philosopher with the “ideal state”, “social contract” or “manifesto”) vainly tries to improve the surrounding world of politics that always goes its own way leaving the man who strives for perfection alone with his thoughts. The saints as well as scholars face only two choices:

1) Adjust, and then he becomes a church politician or a philosopher-in-chief, or a poet-politician who went to deputy chair and lost his conscience;

2) “Escape” from the world to become a hermit, a wandering philosopher
, or give up with life in general, as ancient thinkers did following Seneca.

Not surprisingly, the same thing repeats, and not without humor, inside the City’s spirituality. The philosopher who creates ethical and social system full of abstract virtues which, of course, in the only one correct, trying to teach economics in terms of how it should operate  and towards what it should strive, on the base on which principles the wealth should be distributed etc.. However, it is irrelevant whether a system is liberal, anarchist or socialist, and who created it: Plato, Proudhon or Marx. The economy as always goes further, leaving to a thinker a choice, - to withdraw from economic life and “pour his outrage over this world on paper”
 or enter the world of economic policy, where he is sure to become a laughing stock
 or he would send his theory to hell to win his place under the sun
.

Speaking about the so-called “economic life” of a plant, it takes place both on it and inside it. The plant is only an arena and invertebrate object of natural processes. The same floral, shrouded with dreams element underlies the “economy” of the human body that exists in the womb and maintains weak-willed existence. However, another element of waking is added to the body that moves without restraint in space, that feeling which makes one worry about keeping one’s own life. This gives rise to the fear of life and so a living creature feels all around itself, smelling, listening, staring into the world again and again with more and more advanced senses, and then moves through space to

find

collect,

catch up

euchre,

take away the bag.

In some species such as beavers, squirrels, ants, bees and varmints, those actions grow to economic activity that involves reasoning, i.e. separation of 

understanding and feeling.

The creature becomes a man, when its understanding is freed from the feelings and turns into thinking influencing creatively the relationship of micro-and macrocosm.

Economic thinking rises above this level and allows you to plow a field, tame animals, modify and process materials to improve the quality of life and turn dependence from it into supremacy.  Such thinking is the foundation of any culture. Ethnicity uses economic thinking which sometimes becomes so powerful that is separated from its goals by building abstract theories and is getting lost in utopian distance.

All the higher economic life is developed on the basis of the peasantry and over it. Only the peasantry has no predecessors. In a certain sense it is a race which keeps a plant (literally - is rooted in the soil) lifestyle and has no history. The peasantry produces only for them and likewise consumes. It is always self-sufficient, with a faced view towards the world in which all other economic beings seem somewhat random and deserve contempt. A purely aggressive (predatory in nature) economy confronts the production kind of it and always uses the second one as an object, is powered by it through taxing or looting it.

Politics and trade are initially inseparable, both are aggressive in nature, prefer to impose their will, seeking power; they bring with them an entirely different view of the world - from the top to the down. It is quite clearly demonstrated by the selection of animals for heraldic symbols - lions and bears, vultures and hawks, in general  

predators, because all the rest is the prey.
Wars were initially only aggressive, and trade was inextricably linked to robbery and piracy. Politics and trade in developed forms are the art of achieving superiority over the enemy through spiritual excellence. Both of these activities are nothing more than a replacement of war by other means. “Gas” or “meat and dairy” wars are the wars too but conducted by other means. The basis of any diplomacy is bargaining, and conversely the basis of any bargain is diplomacy, and both are based on a fundamental knowledge of the people and physiognomic tact. What the Ukrainian diplomacy lack the most is the ability to bargain and business circles lack most the ability of being sophisticated diplomats in predatory surroundings of a great number of “gazproms”. The spirit of entrepreneurship requires a strategically gifted commander to be successful. The real leader and statesman prefer to dominate and rule but a true entrepreneur wants only one thing - to be rich and to become richer as Bill Gates does today. But here the distinction arises between the economy as a means and the economy as a goal.
One can desire the prey for power and power for the prey, as financial economics is a means of control while the whole nation comes as the object of collecting tribute in the form of taxes and fees that are used not for the improvement of living conditions but to provide historical stability and strengthening of the power.

Anyone who seeks only economic benefits will always be a looser in political thinking. Economic and political thinking, coinciding in form, are fundamentally different in their orientation and in all the details of tactics. Big business successes awaken a sense of unlimited social power. Only when a person ceases to feel one’s business as a private business to increase assets there is the possibility of one’s transformation from “businessman” into a politician. However, people from the world of politics face an inverse danger that lies in the fact that their thinking and will to fulfill the historical tasks is reduced to a simple concern for their own welfare, a “home on the range”. Then mighty nobility becomes a robber. That is how there appear well-known feudal lords, ministers, peoples’ leaders and revolutionary heroes, whose all desires are limited to pleasures of life and accumulation of innumerable riches. Then there is almost no difference between

Versailles and the Jacobins club, 

employers and workers’ leaders,
governor-generals and the secretaries of the Party
.

The policy of those who have reached the era of a mature democracy is often identical with not the only trade but also with speculation as in the dirtiest cities. Here, according to O.Spengler, a secret passage of any high culture is revealed. In the beginning there evolve the casts:

nobility and clergy,

with their symbols of

time and space.

This comes at a time when

political life and religious experience
acquire a stable equilibrium in the bosom of which there takes place an unconscious economic life in appointed by it (culture) mainstream. When the flow of existence revels itself in accumulated cities made of stone, the leading role on the maturation stage of civilization is always performed by

money and spirit.

While                                                  heroism and holiness,

symbolic scale of which is characteristic for the early period, become rare and occur only in narrow circles. Their place is taken by a sober bourgeois clarity of thought. At the ending of the theoretical system or signing an economic contract is in its essence a kind of highly professional activities of intellectuals
. In its symbolic ranking political and economic life are almost non-separated from each other, religious and economic knowledge penetrate into each other. In the hustle and bustle of a big city an existence stream loses its distinct and ample shape.

Here takes its origin the morphology of economic history. Primitive human economy is always similar to the “economy” of plants and animals. It completely covers all the primitive era and is always in high culture. People breed animals and grow crops through domestication, cultivation of the best species; here fire and metal are used. It is throughout filled with political and religious customs and meanings, with no possibility of a clear distinction between taboo and totem; hunger, emotional fear, sexual desires, art, war, ritual sacrifice, beliefs and experiences dominate here.

Something completely different as of its idea and development is a strictly framed and clearly outlined in the rate and duration the economic history of high cultures, each with its own economic style. Feudal relations correspond to economies where there is no city.

When cities take a leading position in the country there evolves the city economy which is based on money and which transforms into a dictatorship of money within maturation of civilization. Victory of democracy is celebrated in the world capitals simultaneously and in parallel.

Every culture is characterized by its own independent world of forms. Corporal money of Apollo style (minted coins) is as far from dynamic Faustian money (credit operations with checkbooks) as is an ancient town from the Western states. The economic and social life is built as a pyramid:

1) The culture and economy of the village remains quite primitive and almost untouched at the bottom;

2) Late local economy as the handiwork of a critical minority is always looking on patriarchal agriculture from above, farmers are looking at the vivacious life inside the walls of cities “from the below” and with hate;  

3) On the final stage the major cities generate a civilized (global) world economy controlled by very narrow circles, which completely subjugates all provincial economy. Eventually development becomes prolonged and unchanged (now it is called sustainable development), which is characterized by a strange mix of refined spirituality and absolutely primitive traits with which the Greeks dealt in Egypt, and later the Europeans – in India and China.

In contrast to this economic movement people “hold shape” as economic classes, just as they “hold shape” in world history as a political state. Any individual always occupies a certain position in the economic structure, just as he has some rank within society. At the same time both types of association define his feelings, thoughts and behavior. Life wants to be here, it wants to have weight. However, much confusion begins in our terms when political parties of today and in the Hellenistic time prefer to make life of certain economic groups happier, so to say refine them, bringing them into the political state, as Marx did to a class of wage factory workers giving them the status of the predominant class
.

The clergy integrates scientists who live a typical secluded life of this group of people in big cities. Physicians also should be included here which were in ancient times impossible to be separated from the priests and healers and various kinds of wizards. But the great symbolism ends with  

castle and cathedral.
Tiers
 is not yet the situation but a remaining, a motley and diverse cluster that becomes important in large cities and only at the time of political protest. So he gives himself some weight while acting on the side of a particular party. Self-estimation does not arise from the fact that you are bourgeois, but because “liberal” and therefore you do not embody in your personality some great things, and do belong to it only because of your beliefs. Because of the weakness of such public statefullness the economic moment comes to the forefront as “bourgeois” unions, guilds and associations.

The peasants in economic terms are the first and probably the only immemorial producing kind of life that makes possible everything else. The shepherds, fishermen and hunters are included here. In addition there is a deep connection between the peasants and miners: metal mined in the mine as bread in the fields and prey in the woods. “Prastanu” in earlier times also completely build up their livelihood on hunting, breeding and ownership of land.

Meditative, commercial and inherently predatory lifestyle resists all of them
. Trade with a relatively small number of those engaged in it has enormous power and very soon becomes urgently. This is a refined parasitism, it produces nothing so it is alien to the land, wandering “free” and also not burdened with soul morality and customs of life on earth, - life which is fed from another life. Between these two types of economy there is the third of its kind, that is to say, the economy of processing technology, which is found in many trades, crafts and professions; they bring creativity in exploring the nature. Honor and conscience of representatives of these professions are forever related to the results of their work
. There are   

                                          subject and object of management
in manufacturing, processing and mediation economy as in politics and in life in general; they are the whole groups of people who are giving instructions, making decisions, organize the implementation, controlling etc., and there are those that perform and realize only the decisions of others. The difference in rank can be striking or faint, moving up is absolutely inconceivable or self understandable
. These differences dictate tradition and law, talent and financial position, population, level of culture, economic status, but they are always there, they are given together with the life and nobody will ever cancel them.

From an economic point of view, there is no “working class “. This is a work of theorists who saw the situation of only factory workers in England, in an industrial country where there were almost no peasants and even during one of the transitional period; and extended the scheme to all cultures and all times. Politicians have picked up this idea and used it to create parties. In reality, there is a required amount of pure types of service activities in the shop, office, bureau and the ship’s hold. Thus, only the party politics of the later periods of culture using slogans unites them into a single protesting mass to use it for its own purposes.

Antique slave as a public-legal concept for a political body (which was an ancient city-state) does not exist while economically he may be a peasant, an artisan or else.

At the early stage of any culture economic life starts in its stable form. The population lives totally rural (rooted) life in rural areas. Yet a more urban attitude and experience does not exist for them. What occurs next to the village, a castle, a monastery, a church - it's not a city, but a market (marketplace) - a simple crossing point of peasants’ interests.

In this life where everyone produces and consumes there are products and eternal process of re-distribution is called barter, during which goods from one life cycle move to another one. In essence and soul this product is inextricably linked to the life that realized it or needs it. A farmer leads “his own” cow
 to market; a woman hides in the trunk “her own” jewels. And the word “estate” (ukr. “mayetok”) starts from the plant by its nature ownership – he\she “has” (ukr. “[maye]”), just like “house” comes from “his own” garden, the existence of which is associated with a deep rooting in the soil. Yet there is no concept of value, or the total equivalent of goods
. The dealer is involved in this diffusion of goods only as an intermediary
.

Completely different way of life awakens with the soul of the city. Once the market (literally marketplace, square) transforms into a city, it ceases to be simply crossroad of trade routes that exist in rural areas, and there evolves an entirely different world inside the walls. The most important difference is that a true citizen is not the manufacturer of the original “earthly” sense of the word. He has no internal connection with soil and with property that passes through his hands. The property is not part of his life (it is not that the cow is for the farmer), he considers his side and only through the prism of maintaining his own life. Thus, a

good becomes a commodity ,

exchange - trade,

products thinking is overtook by money-thinking,

or monetary thinking. Abstract concept of “money” is fully consistent with the abstract concept of “number”. Both are absolutely unlimited.

All modern monetary theory are mistaken coming not from a form of economic thinking but from value of money or even material from which means of payment were made
​​. Money as number or law is a category of thought. There is monetary thinking, as well as legal, technical or mathematical thinking of the world. The visual image of the house is completely different depending on who sees it: merchant, judge or engineer. One sees it in the cash balance, the other as the object of legal disputes; the third one evaluates the possibility of its destruction. Mathematics stands at the closest to the monetary mindset.

The world around us can be thought over in terms of money as well as legally, technically or mathematically. To think economically means to count
. Different value theories start here. According to the theory, all of them should be objective but they are based on subjective grounds, and it cannot be different. Theory of Marx, for example, defines “value as a such” so as required by the interests of the working class, while the contribution of the inventor and organizer appear to have no cost. But it would be not appropriate to declare it wrong. These teachings are true for their supporters and are false for the opponents, but the question is whether one can be a supporter or an opponent is not determined by the logic of the argument, and not by reasons, but by life itself. 

House as something that is organically linked with life and ground, through monetary ways of thinking is transformed into a property that is essentially always “movable” and uncertain in terms of quality, because it does not consist of goods and is “made” of them. Of course it has a purely numeric expression of monetary value. “Size” of property is something that can be compared to the “volume” of the estate.

Monetary thinking picks up a city as its headquarters and turns it into a money market or money playground (modern stock exchange
), cost center. This is where the cash flow values ​​permeates and subjugates the flow of goods. So a trader turns from an element of economic life in its master and dictator.
Monetary thinking is always trade, “business”, “entrepreneurial” thinking. Thinking in terms of money (as opposed to thinking of ideas, concepts etc.), since the beginning had been aggressive and predatory in its spirit; it implies an economy that produces and develops and the struggle for new sources of economy, new territories and new markets. 

The words “revenue”, “profit”, “gamble”
 point directly to benefit which pari passu bring things towards the consumer. To understand this one must immerse oneself in the spirit and real economic vision of a merchant. It does not work to meet one’s own needs but to sell for “money”. The business perception is gradually covering all activities.

The peasant, being intrinsically linked to turnover of gods, was simultaneously a giver and a receiver. With the advent of currency there appears to be “somebody else” between producer and consumer, between two separated worlds and whose thinking the same moment becomes dominant in business life. He forces the first one to make proposal and the second one imposes with demand: they both address him; here dealerships becomes elevated to the level of monopoly and the main economic activity in life. Eventually a mediator enslaves both producers and consumers according to his own interests, forcing them both to keep fit: the first have to produce the products considered necessary, and the second ones - to buy what he hard-sells them.

The development goes that way in all cultures. Those who mastered such a style of thinking are Masters in making money
. And whoever has not mastered that style of thinking will always be subject to monetary influences of the city. The difference between

peasant and urban resident -
it's not just the difference between

rural and urban areas,

but also between the                      property and money,

premises and capital,

good and wealth
.

Luxurious aristocratic culture grows with and merges with a man, as it is in the life of the ancient lineages which still live today in rural estates. Culture of the bourgeoisie is equal to “comfort”. It is something brought from the outside and generally can “paid for”
.

Any highly developed economy can only be urban. World economy, i.e. the economy of all civilizations could be called economy of the world capitals. Global and economic fates and settled in the centers of concentration of money (cash sites): in Babylon, Thebes, Rome, Byzantium and Baghdad, in London and Paris, Berlin, New York or Tokyo. All the rest is provincial economy that is limited and makes its turns slowly, not even realizing its addiction.

Money becomes a form of spiritual energy which represents a concentrated will to domination, political, social, technical, mental ability, a passionate aspiration to high-flying lifestyle. Bernard Shaw was absolutely right when he wrote: “The general respect for money is the only encouraging fact of our civilization ... Money and lives are inseparable... Money is life”
. Thus, civilization means a degree of culture where tradition and identity have lost their direct value, and any idea to be realized must first be thought in money terms. If ever a man was rich because he had the power, now he has power because he has the money
. Only money can bring spirit and put him on the throne. Democracy is thus a perfect equality of

money and political power:

little money = little power,

Big Money = Big power.

In the economic history of any culture there is a desperate struggle conducted by

race tradition against the spirit of money.

Famous peasant wars taking place at a late stage of the culture development should be regarded as the first uprising of

blood against the spirit,

village against the city.

If money cannot seize the estate, then they get into the thinking of a peasant and an aristocrat. The result is that an inherited ancestral seat (estates) becomes the property that is simply an investment in land and as such is movable
.

Money seeks to mobilize all things. The last bastion that opposes money spirit is land, Ukrainian land. And “he, who mobilizes soil, will turn it to dust” - Baron von Stein warned
. The world economy is an economy of abstract, completely cut off from the earth, molder values
.

Faustian monetary thinking  “opens” the entire continents  using the power of major rivers, muscular strength of the population of  huge landscapes, coal deposits, wild forests, the laws of nature and turns them into financial energy that eventually finds its way out in the form of press, elections, budgets and armies serving the implementation of the plans of those who rulers.

Any culture has its peculiar monetary thinking and its own symbol of money with which it makes visible its principle of assessment in the economy. So far it is impossible to describe the idea of money which for example was the basis of Egyptian natural and non-cash exchange. The only thing we can do is just match the money

of Apollo and of Faust ,

money as value and money as function.

For ancient people the world even from the economic point of view is seen like the amount of bodies that move, travel, face each other, mutually overcoming and destroying each other as described by atomists Democritus. A human being is a body among other bodies. Polis as the amount of bodies is a body too, only of the higher order. Just like a statue represents an ancient deity Apollo, ancient money also appear in bodily form. In the year (approximately) 650 simultaneously with Doric temples and ancient statues a coin had emerged as a measure of weight in metal and in exquisitely minted form. Cost as a value has existed for centuries; it is ancient like all culture. And yet we considered this ancient creation to be one of the great “achievements of mankind”, after which then a process of minting one’s own coins started everywhere as well as building statues in the squares and streets of the cities.

Coin as money is purely ancient phenomenon that is only possible in Euclidean environment where it was prevalent throughout the economic life designing and creating it. Concepts such as “profit”, “property”, “debt” and “equity” mean in ancient cities something fundamentally different than to us, because it is understood not as economical energy emitted from a single point but as the amount of things that has value and is concentrated in one’s hands.

Property is always movable cash reserves, which changes due to addition or subtraction of items and has nothing to do with land ownership. These two concepts are completely separated in the ancient mindset. Credit (in the ancient sense) is a loan of cash and expectation that it can be returned back in exactly the same form
.

It was hard for an ancient man to imagine transferring in money terms such an integral thing as allotment; this is illustrated by piles of stone (steles) on the Greek land plots that were meant to represent mortgages
. Typically the purchase took place in the presence of witnesses when a handful of earth was passed from hand to hand in return for a coin. As a result, there has never been a real trade as it does not exist today in Ukraine until the land becomes an economic commodity in all public and legal norms, rather than as a “bribe”, “services” and so on.

Regularized relationship between land value and monetary value is as impossible to understand for ancient perception as the relationship between art and money values. Spiritual and thus disembodied works such as drama or frescoes in terms of antic economics does not have any value.

Just thinking in terms of material money makes it clear, for example, mass executions of the rich in times of second tyranny in order to take most of the cash which were at that time in circulation. Roman veterans carried all their belongings on themselves in the form of precious metals. Hence the saying: “Omnia mea mecum porto” (“All that's mine I carry with me”).

Antique wealth is not estates but rather a bunch of money. While today the richest man on earth Bill Gates has not more money in cash than an average American. Antique cash site is not a credit center as a modern stock exchange, but a city where much of the world’s cash was collected. We can assume that in the age of Caesar more than half of ancient gold was in Rome. Though today two-thirds of US dollars in cash spin constantly beyond the country’s borders.

Approximately since Hannibal the world has entered the era of the rule of money to the extent to which extended its power. To cover the growing needs of cash the people have turned their attention to the slaves who were another kind of bodies and could serve as a kind of ancient money. A slave has never been a person but a thing (in economic and legal terms) and could therefore be thought of as money or as live cash.

From this point and further the ancient slave is something unprecedented in the whole of economic history. Properties of coins were moved to the living object and then along with metal cash, “human cash “steps on stage. A strange kind of dual currency and the unique method of evaluation originated. A slave as “human cash” has its course while the allotment does not. A slave is a means for accumulating large cash supply, and this is the only explanation of an incredible concentration of slaves in Rome.

Until the number of slaves was limited to the needs of the economy, it was small and always easily covered by the spoils and reversing into slavery for debt. Even in Athens slaves never made ​​one third of the population. Slavery had a legal state, not economic one.

Since ancient economy had static nature but not a dynamic one, and it was notaquainted with orderly development of energy sources, there were slaves in Rome not to exploit them. Rather, they were tried to be used somewhere to justify their abundance. Preference was provided to the slaves who had extraordinary abilities, certain qualifications as through cost of their maintenance they had a higher value. They were given out like sportsmen are passed from team to team today or like money is given as a loan. They had the right to keep their economy. They brought down the price of free labor as everything was done only in order to cover the costs of maintaining the “form “of “human capital”
. Most of the slaves were never managed to be used “appropriately”. They performed their most important task only by being always as money, always “at hand” and their number had no natural limits.

Hence the need for servants grew to enormous proportions and entailed following wars, the only meaning of which was to capture as many slaves as possible. When, for example, the destruction of enemy cities the golden statues were reformed for coins, and the inhabitants were withdrawn to the slave market - for ancient thinking it was the same operation: in both cases physical objects were turned into money.

The brightest contrast is Faustian symbol of money as function, a force whose value is in action rather than simply in existence. A new style of economic thinking is already in the way how the Normans in 1000 A.D. were able to organize the captured land and people in economic force. Hence the words like “check”, “conto” and “control “ and the concept of the modern credit based on trust in the strength and sustainability of the economic image almost identical to the idea of ​​Western money.

Why Western? That is because our “money” so far has not become like that. Without land ownership, an independent banking system, bankruptcy law and other realities of the market economy. That is why the capital is floating in the West, as here it has no dynamics, no prospects and in scope it significantly outperforms all those “tranches” of the IMF. And the parliamentary fuss around “illegal” exports and legal return of them to the people of Ukraine is nothing but ordinary “showdown” at the highest levels of government.

This new financial method is the alloy of strength of mathematical thinking and royal power which penetrated from Normandy to France in 1066 and was powerfully applied in occupied Britain. Later an Italian merchant and medieval mathematician Leonardo Pisano, better known under the name of Fibonacci (1180-1240), under the patronage of the great Hohenstaufen, introduces besides the Arabic numeric system the negative numbers for debit. In the “Book of Abaka” (1202) he gave a set of numbers: 1, 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, 13, 21, 34, 55, 89, 144, 233, 377... where the first two of this sequence are equal to 1 and the following numbers equal to the sum of the previous two. To determine the Fibonacci sequence it is necessary to know the first two items in it. Specific names that matter started giving more before Luca Pacioli called it divine proportion. Among modern names we know “the golden ratio” and “twisted squares”. Kepler called this a treasure of geometry. In algebra we denote it by Greek letter φ = 1.618. This is the only number which when added to 1 gives his same inversion: 0.618 +1 = 1: 0.618.

Properties of Fibonacci numbers reflect the basic pattern of growth of organisms, and they are seen in the golden ratio of human blood, the structure of the human body; the Fibonacci numbers are in architecture and journals of ancient history and more. Thus, we can expect the emergence of new patterns related to these numbers that will affect the course of development of the science of the study of nature and human civilization.

The crucial work of this period was that “simultaneously” with the introduction of Ancient Coins (650) Luca Pacioli
 implemented the idea of ​​double-entry accounting (double-entry bookkeeping)  in 1494. The names of Fibonacci and Luca Pacioli can be reasonably placed next to their great contemporaries Columbus and Copernicus.

We owe accounting to the Normans, pawnshops - accounting for this. Double entry comes from the same spirit as that of Galileo and Newton. He uses the same means to organize different things in an artificial system. It can be called the first space, built on the principles of mechanical thinking. Double entry gives us space in the world economy using the same method which later will be used to discover the space and the world of stars by great explorers of the universe. Double entry based on the fundamental principle that is consistently made ​​in life: to comprehend all phenomena only in quantitative terms. It is no coincidence that Goethe called it one of the best works of the human spirit.

Double entry is a pure economic analysis of the universe of values ​​based on the coordinate system, the starting point of which is a “firm”. Antique coin permitted only arithmetic with value variables. Here again are opposed to each other

Pitahor and Descartes.

Antique economic world as Democritus’ cosmos, is divided in

matter and form.

Matter in the form of coins is the bearer of economic movement and directs the consumer values of equal value to their place of use. Western economic world is divided according to

strength and mass.

The force field of monetary stresses acting in the space giving each object , abstracting from its specific form, positive or negative value effect as reflected in the record books : “quod non est in libris, non est in mundo”
. However, understanding the functional nature of money implies that what alone can be put alongside ancient coins is not an entry in the book of office, not a check or bill, but the act by which the function is executed in writing,  purely historical evidenced of which is securities in their broadest sense.

At the same time, under the influence of antiquity the West makes its coins not only as a sign of sovereign power; it firmly believed that this is real money that really matches its economic thinking. Similarly, in the Gothic period Roman law and its corporeal things and identification of values ​​and Euclidean mathematics based on the concept of numbers as values were borrowed. It happened so that the development of these three forms of great spiritual worlds (mathematics, law, and economics) took place in the form of a coherent emancipation of the concept of value.

The concept of money which has found its symbolic expression in coin, coincides with the spirit of the ancient bodily rights. In Western thinking this is not likewise. The life here is configured dynamically, rather than statically and stoically, so the main thing is torque, success, relationships, skills (organizational talent, the spirit of invention), loan, ideas, methods, sources of energy, but not the mere existence of physical things. Therefore, the “Roman” bodily, material thinking of our lawyers is as far from life as a theory of money that consciously or unconsciously come out of coins.

In Western culture the country loan is not based on gold weight compiled somewhere but on the economic performance and political organizations providing financial transactions and accounting records a real character of “money-creation”. Only the ancient superstition elevate gold reserve in the actual measure of credit, because its value depends no longer on the desire but on the ability. Coins in circulation are a product that has its course as opposed to loan of a country. The smaller the loan, the higher is rate of gold, and that continues as long as thetre’s enough money to pay for it, and gold disappears from circulation so that it can only be purchased for a different item.

Thus, gold is like any other commodity measured in units of accounting rather than vice versa, as though the expression “gold standard” points out. In small commercial dealings gold can be used as means of payment, as well as can be used a postal stamp. In Egypt, where monetary thinking is strikingly similar to the western one, and even in the era of the New Kingdom (China), there was nothing that would somehow reminiscent a coin. Written translation was enough until the beginning of Hellenization which is calculated from the founding of Alexandria (650), while ancient money which was brought in this country were usually cut into pieces and sold in bulk as a commodity.

Unfortunately, the current political economy has originated in the classical era when not only the statues, vases and pretentious dramas were considered the only true art but also an exquisitely minted coin was considered the only real money. This was attained also by Adam Smith 's theory of value: the pure presence of significant quantities. To compare

cost of things with the volume of work,
which was spent on its production, anyway, is the same to confuse

money with coins.

Here the “work” is the presented material results of what was manufactured, something tangible, in what it is impossible to find something worthwhile than its volume.

Complete contrast to this is the economy of Western + American civilization, based on such work which is characterized only by its internal status. No wonder it is called the world of economic dynamics. The work of each individual is not simply summed up as in Euclidean mathematics, but it is in the functional dependence. Purely executive work which was the only taken into account by Marx is nothing but a derivative function of the invention, managerial, organizational activity that gives it a meaning and a relative value, generally generates the possibility that something will be done. After the invention of the steam engine the world’s economy is the result of work of people with great intelligence. Their work is a creative thinking and not just a certain “amount of work”, and its value is not measured by money signs. It is money itself, but not chased (Apollo-like) but Faustian that are thought of as centers of action (ripple) of life itself, for example - Silicon Valley, whose inner meaning elevates a thought to the level of fact. Monetary thinking creates money - that's the mystery of the world economy.

Elliott’s Law of waves (Ralph Nelson Elliott) suggests that human progress (assessed in simple terms by the stock market which is amazingly accurate record of strict structure of human development) does not go along a straight line by chance or cyclically. More precisely the development takes the form of “three steps forward and two steps back”. Thus, the wave is a model of directional movement (three steps forward), and “kickbacks” (two steps back) are an integral part of the overall directional movement. Then a “5-wawes model” (3+2) is the basic model what is stated by Elliott in his famous study “The Law of the Waves” (1938).

As a result of “expropriators expropriation” especially talented people were plucked off the creative process, and with them was the soul and freedom of economic progress. In this sense, Marx is both a classicists and a product of Roman legal thinking as is Adam Smith. He sees only the finished value, not the function. The Communist theorist wants to separate the means of production from those whose spirit, thanks to new technologies, an efficient production, conquering of markets transforms steel construction and brickwork into a factory as a center of economic power. Suppose the workers took control over a plant in their hands and that nothing changes. Or they will be capable for nothing, and then everything will be destroyed, or fortune smiles to them and then they internally are transformed into entrepreneurs and will only think about how to strengthen their power. There is no theory which could deny this fact: so is arranged the life.

Anyone who wants to create a modern theory of labor must remember the fundamental point of all living: in every life there are 

subjects and objects
and the difference is more prominent if more significant and structured is the life itself. Each flow of the existence is composed of minority of leaders and the vast majority of those who are led; any kind of economy therefore consists of

managerial and executive work.

Thus, executive work appears only as a result of management. A key role is always played by the creator of the steam engine, not by a fireman. Thinking - that's what 's important.

In monetary thinking there are subjects and objects too. Some create money and direct cash flows to appropriate channel using their ability, and others are kept upon them. Money of the Faustian style is a power produced from the economic dynamics; so some, due to their internal status are a part of the

strength, while others only oppose it as a mass.

Spengler denotes by the term “capital” the concentration and development of such thinking: not a concept of value but that what makes them movable and force them to work. Capitalism appears only in a civilization of great cities in narrow circle of people whose intelligence and energy represent its existence. As it was, capitalism can only be opposed by provincial economy and not by a so-called socialism. This is the main reason for the defeat of the Soviet Union in competition with the West and then its decay.

Antique attraction to all near and contemporary meet the economic ideal of self-sufficiency
. Political atomization of the ancient world had to meet economic atomization. Each of these atomized units was willing to have its own economic cycle preferred and fully closed in itself that would have flowed independently of all others, and imminently in sight. Ancient crusades for gold to foreign nations exactly match the campaigns of the nineteenth century in search for coal, and campaigns of the twentieth century for oil. Coal and oil in its deep essence are not “things” but rather energy reserves.

The opposite of this is the Western European concept of company - conceivable as a non-solid center of power, the effect of which extends in all directions to infinity. A category of economic empire was not available to the Ancient world-view. That is why

Western and ancient cultures

mean respectively

maximum and minimum of the organization.
Moreover, even such a concept did not exist for ancient men. There was no budget, nothing that could resemble the economic policy. “Economic activities” in the Roman provinces rather resembled undisguised public and private piracy of senators and money bags. Ancient people had never thought of orderly conduction of economic life, and focused only on the immediate result at which understood the amount of cash available (slave was also antique cash). Imperial Rome would have died without ancient Egypt but its luck was that there existed a civilization that for millennia thought only of organization of its own economy. The Romans did not understand this lifestyle and could not borrow it.

If monetary thinking disappears in certain circumstances then human returns to the original peasant lifestyle. Form olden times “Europe” in the imagination of Russians was perceived as a sin, because their absolutely mystical life saw only sin in monetary thinking. That is proved, for example, by the image of Luke in Gorky’s play “The Lower Depths” and all world-view of Tolstoy. There two opposing world’s economies stand against each other, one of which is superficial, alien, civilized and that seeps from the West; and another is peasant, original, which does not count, but by exchange seeks to secure its prime necessities of life. In the mid-nineteenth century these two worlds collided in Russian public opinion as “westerns” - Annenkov, Turgenev, Chaadayev, and “slavophils” - brothers Aksakovs, Khomjakov and others. Those second ones called for way of development fundamentally different from the Western one.

During Gorbachev’s “perestroika” history repeated again, only this time as farce: when liberal democratic (actually the “Western”) writers faced the “countryside” writers. The election of 2003-2004 and 2008 in Russia showed once again “How tight is the liberal circle and how terribly far they are from the people”. Marxism in Russia is based on the incredible confusion. Higher economic life of Russia in times of Petro I was only tolerated by people but not created and recognized. A mysterious “Russian soul” does not fight the capital; it just does not understand it. Anyone who carefully read Dostoevsky
, had noticed the Russians are young nation for whom there is no money but there are only things necessary for life, the center of gravity of which is far beyond of economic considerations. “Fear of added value” could cause even suicide, and an ability to make money with money is sacrilege for peasant thinking, and is a sin for the Russian Orthodox Church.

Apocalyptic hatred of the Russian soul is directed not only against Petersburg as a city, as a center of political power of Western style, but also as a center for western money thinking that poisons life and directs it wrong (in the religious sense - sinful) way. The third kind of Russian Christianity is based on the Gospel of Joanna, much closer to magic religion than to Faustian, just as the Third Stalinist “International” is much closer to the Russian idea than to the Western theory of communism of Marx. Only the imperial anxiety and anticipation of future crusades for “land assembly” makes this “mysterious” soul endure the western economy, as well as first Christians endured Roman economy but internally it will never take part in it.

Thus, the economic life in the form of gold thread dies under the pressure of the young (Faustian) culture, slaves cease to be money. Since then an ancient slave as a type no longer exists.

The article describes some aspects of morphology of economic history, and correlation of the economics and the science, the economics and the politics, the politics and the trade.

� Recall the key provision of the famous UN Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide of December  9, 1948, according to which genocide  is ”acts committed with intent to destroy, in whole or in part, a national, racial, ethnic or religious group, as such”. Please note that this is the Convention on specific actions, not intentions , but there  were  intentions, of course, -  it is enough to mention rabid Stalinist “class struggle” “against the “kulaks” (in fact - Ukrainian peasants), “black lists”  for “ non beneficent” villages (which really meant isolation and destruction of the majority of the population),  defensive squads etc. So there are all the signs of genocide, the question was only about the political will of the Verkhovna Rada. The parliaments of 10 countries (Australia, Estonia, Italy, Lithuania, Georgia, Poland , USA, Hungary , Argentina ) + UNESCO officially recognized the Ukrainian Holodomor as genocide of our people. Finally , in late 2006 in an unprecedentedly acute confrontation the Verkhovna Rada recognized the Holodomor as genocide.

This allows you to check the arithmetical accuracy of records of all the facts of economic life in the accounting records and calculate profit or loss: whether you have a gain or loss, what and how much. Profit and loss is balanced by the capital account, i.e. a set of real wealth.
